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A father is a terrible thing to waste 

Currently 30% of the nation's children live without their fathers.  It is estimated that 40% of the nation's children will live apart from their fathers at some time before they are 18.  How did the U.S. go from "Father knows best" to "Where's daddy?" in one lifetime? 

Fatherlessness is the nation's number one social problem. Research shows it is not poverty that is the primary predictor of children's well-being, but father absence.

A major longitudinal study of boys who were between 14 and 22 in 1979 found that, after controlling for variables such as mother's education, race, family income, number of siblings, and unemployment rates and income in the communities:

· By their teenage years, 40% of the boys were not living with both their parents.
· A child born to an unwed mother is about 21/2 times as likely to end up in prison.
· Boys living in stepparent families are almost three times as likely to face incarceration.
· Boys living with single fathers were no more likely to commit crimes (than those living with intact biological parents).
The Fatherhood Coalition says the only solution is to stop the state-supported War on Fatherhood that creates ‘throwaway dads.’
