CPF-The Fatherhood Coalition recommends that you reject the nomination of 
Maynard Kirpalani as Associate Justice to the Superior Court.

On November 17, 2010 CPF presented Attorney Kirpalani a questionnaire to solicit his views on the serious issues facing men and fathers in our courts.
Although Councilor Devaney requested that Attorney Kirpalani  respond to this questionnaire he has not done as of this date nor have we received any indication that he intends to do so. Moreover, Attorney Kirpalani was invited to craft his own response to the issues should he believe the questionnaire was in any way problematic.

It is incumbent upon a nominee to be forthcoming about his judicial beliefs before final appointment to the bench especially when there is no record on the issues to review as is the case with Attorney Kirpalani regarding MGL 209a and other problems facing men and fathers in the courts.

With no information on which to base a sound decision we recommend that you reject Attorney Kirpalani’s  nomination as Associate Justice to the Superior Court.
